Methodology: The research method is of a qualitative type, which falls under
the category of interpretive research, and for this purpose, thematic analysis
method was used to explain and analyze the data obtained from the text of the
book under study.

Findings: Based on the findings of the research, 16 concepts for the political
dimension of development, 31 concepts for the economic dimension of
development, and 33 concepts for the social dimension of development were
counted from the text of the book, and the number of 9, 13 and 16 main,
organizing and comprehensive themes respectively political, economic and
social development in Iran was allocated and finally, according to his mental
ideas, the researcher drew the network of development themes in the three
dimensions of political, economic and social, which this visual network
(visibility) can express the relationships between the themes separately
Dimensions of development.

Conclusion: Iran has enjoyed significant progress in the social, economic and
political fields during the studied period, while the government development
planning system in this era has brought multiple contradictions such as the
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government's control and influence in the economic, political and social
sectors.

Discussion and Results

By studying the first volume of the book "Information of 80 Years",
propositions related to the political, economic and social dimensions of
development in Iran were extracted and explained, and respectively, the
number of 9, 13 and 16 main, organizing and inclusive themes for the political,
economic and social dimensions of development in Iran was explained. Before
explaining the main themes, organizing and all-encompassing dimensions of
development, the researcher extracted the concepts from the pages of the
documents and based on this, 16 concepts for the political dimension of
development, 31 concepts for the economic dimension of development, and
33 concepts for the social dimension of development. It was highlighted in the
text of the documents and then, according to his mental ideas, the researcher
drew the network of development themes in the three political, economic and
social dimensions, and this visual network can express the relationships
between the themes according to the development dimensions.

Conclusions

The purpose of the present research is not to confirm or deny the results and
consequences of the development process in Iran during the studied period,
but in the present article we have tried to reveal the political, economic and
social dimensions of development in Iran, and reflecting on these dimensions
can be the basis and to provide the necessary grounds to help the development
programs in Iran. In fact, looking at the history and the past and identifying
and analyzing the dimensions and components affecting the success of the
development process and gaining knowledge and experience from the past
successes can provide suitable grounds for development policies and by
adopting an ecological approach to the development process in Iran, it is
possible to avoid complications and found out the diseases governing the
development process in the country.
